Gay Games VII Sports and Cultural Festival took place 15-22 July 2006 with 11,500 athletes from 70 countries competing in 30
sports ranging from softball to dancesport, swimming to tennis. The weeklong event included band, cheerleading and color guard
performances, chorus, an ancillary arts festival, and a series of community-organized social events and parties. The opening
ceremony was 15 July at Soldier Field, the lakefront home stadium of American-style football's Chicago Bears. Closing ceremony
was 22 July at Wrigley Field, the home of Major League Baseball's Chicago Cubs, located in the heart of Chicago's largest LGBT
neighborhood.
